Rhyme and Meter
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e rhyme- is the repetition of sounds at the

end of words. It gives the poem a
songlike quality.




Rhyme Scheme

e rhyme scheme - a regular pattern of

rhyming words in a poem. Each rhyme
is assigned a different letter.




e meter - is the rhythmical pattern of a

poem. This pattern is determined by
the number of stresses, or beats in each
line.

e rhythm - is the pattern of beats or

stresses in spoken or written language.
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Symbols

e Stressed and unstressed syllables have
symbols (‘) (horseshoe)




Feet Symbol

e Feet are series of stressed an unstressed
syllables.

e The symbol for feet is a vertical line.




e a foot with one unstressed syllable

followed by one stressed syllable, as in
the word begin.
